From the south end of the closure, continue along Portmellon Road and Bodrugan Hill.  Take a south westerly direction towards Gorran Churchtown then in a northerly direction via Gorran High Lanes to Beacon Cross, then in a north-easterly direction to Pengrula.  Take a south easterly direction towards Mevagissey, then in a southerly direction to Valley Road.  Take a south easterly direction to Church Lane and Church Street then a southerly turning onto St Georges Square and Polkirt Hill and back to the north end of the closure; and vice versa except to follow the one system via Market Square, River Street and Valley Road heading from the north end of the closed section.
