Mr Andrew England on the Neighbourhood Plan he stated that the precise regulations on the localism plan would not come out until the spring. The neighbourhood plan would be where planning decisions were made it was hugely important lawful and would have teeth. Although led by the community the council must get involved in the process and the result would be put to a referendum which would be paid for by the County. The plan should be guiding where development is to take place following national policy and would not be dictated to by developers. All future developments would have to pay a levy to the local council who should decide where the money goes for example it could be ear marked for renewable energy. It would take some time to formulate the plan and costs would be involved for its production and the publicity.

Mr Rob Rowett on the proposed plans for the Hollies/ Tall Trees. He stressed that the original building would remain although the roof and all the internal floors would be removed and replaced the new design was shown and Council felt it was an improvement on the existing layout.

In addition there were to be two new houses built on the site to infill the present open space.


Overall Council felt that the design and improvements of the site were welcomed. Some concern was expressed with regards to the work being carried out and the difficulties of this on a narrow street, Mr Rowett said these would be addressed.
